c. Facility Items  

 Lease Agreement  – The Building and Grounds Committee will forward a 

recommendation to the Board to approve a lease agreement with the City of New 

Richland for the continued use of Legion Field. 

 Maintenance Contract for Legion Field – The Building and Grounds Committee will 

forward a recommendation to contract maintenance services with Berg Lawn Care and 

Schrader Enterprises for the maintenance of the baseball and north softball fields from 

March 1 to June 1, 2017.   

 

d. Make-up Recommendations for January 25 – The Board can anticipate as many as three 

different motions related to rescheduling of school for January 25 and also plans in the event we 

experience further cancellations yet this school year.  Specific motions may include: 1) approval 

of an Memorandum of Understanding (MOU) that allows the District to schedule fewer than 

174 student contact days and fewer than 186 teacher duty days; 2) approval of waiving January 

25 cancelled day for students to make-up and schedule an additional teacher duty day for June 

12 or another day to be agreed upon with the principal; and 3) approval of extending the length 

of both the student and teacher day for any further cancelled days yet this year, which would be 

in lieu of adding further days at the end of year.

3. Building and Grounds Committee  --  The Building and Grounds Committee met on Monday, February 13 

at 5:00 pm prior to a 6:00 pm joint meeting with the City of New Richland City Council.  The purpose of both 

meetings was to review a draft of a Lease Agreement between the City and District pertaining to the use and 

maintenance of the Legion ball fields.  As part of the lease agreement, a change being proposed by the District 

would be for the District to take responsibility for all maintenance of the playing surfaces (inside the fenced 

areas) from March 1 to June 1.  The City Council approved the Lease Agreement.  The Board will be asked to 

consider approving the Agreement as well as approving contracts to maintain the ball fields. 

 

4.  Finance Committee – The Finance Committee plans to meet on Tuesday, February 21 at 5:15 pm in the 

Board Room prior to the 6:30 pm School Board meeting.  The tentative agenda will include review of 

policy revisions for Fund Balance (714), Budget Adoption (701), and Uniform Grant Guidance (721).  Ms. 

Christopherson and I will also plan to share a working draft of a budget development calendar to be 

recommended for adoption by the Board.  We will also plan to review the Strategic Plan Finance 

objectives.
